noted the project was a beginning for the City of Newberry to centralize recreation and
looked forward to work on the project. A sign-in sheet was distributed and Mr. Whaley
noted that today’s pre-bid meeting was non-mandatory, but that the sign-in sheet would be
kept as a record to note the attendees.

Mr. Whaley discussed the scope of the project as denoted in the advertisement
explaining the Base Bid and the six (6) alternates. Mr. Whaley noted the baseball
appurtenance materials would be removed from the Base Bid as well as from Alternate #5
and a portion of Alternate #3. The baseball fields will be built to subgrade elevation and
seeded for temporary stabilization until the additional funding is completed and bid in the
fall. Irrigation will be extended to the baseball field area but not within the field areas. These
changes will be noted in Addendum No. 1 to follow. The Addendum will also include an
alternate for grubbing only with timbering to be completed before the release of the site and
an alternate supplier for lighting.

Mr. Whaley noted that the Bid Opening will take place on April 25, 2018 at 3:00
p.m. at 1309 College Street, Newberry, South Carolina in the Courthouse Annex Conference
Room. Questions are to be directed to Steve Whaley via email per the instructions to
bidders. Questions will be accepted until April 18, 2018 at 5:00 p.m. No questions received
via telephone will be accepted. An addendum will be provided to all attending as well as
the contractors on the plan holders list and released to the plan rooms/Newberry County’s
website once all questions have been received. Mr. Whaley noted that plans are available
for purchase and that contractors purchasing will receive a digital copy of the plans in
addition to a hard copy.

Mr. Whaley encouraged bidders to visit the site and noted that the gate access on SC
Highway 34 will be unlocked from 9:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m. from April 11" to April 13", In
the event a bidder cannot attend these dates, Mr. Whaley noted to call City of Newberry
Recreation Department at 803-321-1015 and request an appointment with Mr. Scott Sawyer.
Mr. Sawyer noted to exercise caution when exiting the site to turn onto SC Highway 34.
Four-wheel drive is recommended within the site, but one should be fine unless rainy.

Mr. Whaley noted that South Carolina Department of Health and Environment
Control (SCDHEC) land disturbance permit has been approved. SCDHEC wastewater
permit is currently under review and approval is anticipated before bid award. All South
Carolina Department of Transportation (SCDOT) permitting has been received.

The floor was then opened for questions. The questions and responses are as
follows:
Q: Being in the City limits, would you need licenses and would there be fees
associated with the license?
A: Yes, Contractor will need a license and there is a fee associated.

A: City of Newberry Council will meet May &, 2018 and Newberry County Countil
will meet May 9, 2018. Once approved for awarding, there will be a ten (10)-
day protest period before a pre-construction meeting can be scheduled. The
anticipated start date is mid-May to early June.

Q: Sheet C4.1 notes that the park sign is not to be included, but the bid documents
include it. Will the sign be included in the bid?

A: Yes, the sign is to be included. A revised sheet C4.1 will be issued in Addendum
No. 1.

Q: Is the goal of the site to be balanced?
A: Contractors are to conduct their cut/fill analysis for the unclassified site.

Q: Since the project is annexed into the City, would Newberry County need to be
involved in building permits?

A: There 1s no building involved on this project. All other land disturbance and
utility permits have been received.

Q: Who will provide the geotechnical for the project?
A: Independent testing will be conducted and will be paid by Newberry County.

Q: Will it be acceptable to put silt fence on the lower sides of the electrical and water
easements?
A: Yes. This is the way it is denoted in the plans.

Q: Is the existing pond part of erosion control?
A: Yes, but there is a forebay and skimmer noted at the southern end of the existing
pond for erosion and sediment control.

Q: Will the dam be cleared at the existing pond?

A: The City of Newberry intends to remove trees outside of the project but will have
independent evaluation reviewing the dam prior to clearing. Clearing of the dam
is not included in the scope of this contract and will be completed by others.

Q: Have the conditions of the riser and existing pond been inspected?
A: The flows have been checked; however, nothing has been inspected internally.

Q: If the Baseball fields are to be left at subgrade instead of final grade, will there
be issues with drainage?

A: There should not be any issues with drainage. Contractor is to keep positive
drainage. Ifnecessary, a low area can be cut down or sloped to drain to proposed
catch basins at back of fields.

With no further questions, Mr. Whaley thanked everyone for their attendance and

adjourned the meeting.
